	Oak Ridge Elementary School – Music Smartboard- $1300

Our new district music curriculum is very interactive. With all of the new materials available to use with the Music Smartboard technology, all students will benefit from this project.  The addition of this resource will make the music room a multi-media classroom.

	Scott Highlands Middle School—WIND ENGINEERING and DESIGN $2,677.25

These materials are for a Wind Power Engineering and Design Unit. This unit explores how electricity is currently negatively affecting our environment because of the fossil fuel that is used to create it. We will focus on how Wind Energy can be a more environmentally friendly source.  The students will use the engineering process to create and modify wind turbines.  This project combines many of the 6th grade science standards.

	Falcon Ridge Middle School – Band For All, Program Support - $1000

Funds will be made available for instrument repairs and supplies students frequently need. For example, reeds, slide/valve oil, and lesson books. Families are encouraged to pay for these items and repairs, but often don’t have financial means.  This program will make it possible for all Falcon Ridge students who want to take part in Band to have the supplies and written materials necessary to be successful in Band.

	Falcon Ridge Middle School – The SMART Personal Response System in the Math Classroom -- $2665

This Grant is for an interactive system that fosters 100% engagement of students in the classroom by solidifying math concepts while utilizing our existing Smartboards.  Each student will have a hand held wireless remote that will interface seamlessly with the Smartboard. This will be a powerful assessment tool for our teachers and will give immediate feedback to students as to whether or not they understand the material. A student that is struggling with a concept can be given immediate attention.
      

	Falcon Ridge Middle School -- OLWEUS Bullying Prevention Program  -- $5000

At Falcon Ridge we believe we have achieved success in addressing bullying with our students however, given the profound importance of this issue, we want to accomplish more.  The 8th grade survey taken last November indicates areas that we can increase safety for our students.  Left un-checked bullying renders great harm.  The OLWEUS anti bullying program focuses on changing norms and restructuring the school setting to create a learning community safe from bullying. The program involves systematic efforts over time rather than through a limited time frame that will benefit all students.



	Eastview High School – AVID Southern MN College Tour -- $1700

Funding to take the Sophomore and Junior AVID students on an overnight college tour of Minnesota State University, Mankato and Gustavus Adolphus College.  One of the goals of the AVID program is to help students who are underrepresented in the four-year college system navigate the path to college. This is an opportunity to see two very different colleges in one visit, allowing students to compare / contrast.


	Eastview High School – Expanding LINC Leadership at EVHS -- $850

This funding will allow for curriculum development for LINC 201, an outside of the day leadership course for students.  The existing LINC 101 course focuses on communication, time-management, and integrity.  The LINC Leadership 201 course will focus on Living and Leading in a Digital World, and include such topics as digital citizenship, ethics, social media, communication and “netiquette”

This Mobile Lab will allow for a variety of opportunities for our students to engage with each other, their teachers, the curriculum and technology.  This will support their development as English Language Learners as well as their academic success throughout their other classes.

	ISD 196 Community Education – ISD 196 After School Program -- $2000

This Grant will support academic enrichment opportunities provided to youth through the After School Program. The program supports positive behavior, academic progress and increased school attendance for students in grades 1 through 5. Granting scholarships to low-income youth will help to provide a level playing field with students whose families can’t afford the full cost.  Attendance in the After School Program has shown a decrease in negative behavior and an increase in academic success, school attendance, attention in school and social skills.
