At the close of the 2010-11 school year, the Eastview Community Foundation wishes to thank all of its supporters who have helped to make this a successful year.  As you will read below, it has been a very active year which is necessary given all that we are trying to do in support of our Eastview attendance-area students and schools.  We could not achieve any of our goals without the generous support of our members, volunteers and other benefactors.

First Annual Garden Party:  Before the school year even began, we hosted a casual summer Garden Party for members and guests.  We had a beautiful summer evening and the event was a nice opportunity to catch up with members and friends at a mid-summer social event, highlighted by a wine raffle. Flamingo Event:  The 2010-11 school year kicked-off with our “Mystery Flamingos” event.  Three roving bands of flamingos mysteriously landed at the residences of Eastview-area families.  This proved to be a very successful event and a fun way to tweak friends and neighbors who were nominated to be a future flamingo “landing zone” for a flock.  Rumor has it that the flamingos will make a return flight through the Eastview area next fall.

Art Madness:  In November, we hosted our third annual Art Madness event at the Barn at Spirit of Brandjen Farms.  This event continues to build in popularity and financial success.  Local and national artists generously donate their hand-crafted works for a silent auction, augmented by a wine raffle and other giveaways. EVCF Grants and Scholarships Award Program:  This year’s program for awarding grants to eligible Eastview attendance-area schools and graduating Eastview seniors was held on Tuesday, May 31st, at Eastview High School.  This year, we awarded 85 scholarships worth almost $45,000 to graduating seniors from the Class of 2011.  From the beginning of our scholarship program, we have awarded approximately $400,000 to more than 700 graduating seniors.  We sincerely thank the many donors who made these scholarships possible. In addition, we are proud to have provided over $125,000 in grants to the Eastview Community since 2005, due to the  generous financial support of individuals and businesses in the Eastview community.  The grants are awarded to Eastview attendance-area schools to support arts, academics, and athletics programming.  This year we were able to support nine (9) programs with $20,200.00 in grants.

Examples of two awarded grants include: Wind Engineering and Design Grant, $2,677.  This grant will help students learn how wind energy can be a more environmentally friendly source.  Participating students will use the engineering process to create and modify wind turbines.

SMART Personal Response System in the Math Classroom Grant, $2,665.  Math students will use a hand-held wireless remote that will interface seamlessly with a Smartboard.  This will be a powerful real-time assessment tool for math teachers and will give immediate feedback as to whether or not students understand the material being presented.  A student that is struggling with a concept can be anonymously identified and given immediate attention.
