Eastview Community Foundation 2011 Scholarships


Note – a new scholarship was added on Monday, March 7th.  See last item on pages 9 and 10.

The Eastview Community Foundation (EVCF) offers over 80 Scholarships for High School Seniors.  An on-line scholarship application form that combines EVCF with Eastview High School Lightning scholarships will be available March 3, 2011 at EVHS Family Connection.
The completed scholarship application must be submitted via Family Connection 
by midnight Sunday, April 3rd, 2011.  No late applications will be accepted

Teacher recommendations must be turned into the Guidance Office by Monday, April 4th (earlier if at all possible)
Instructions: 

1) Follow the instructions on Family Connection.  The survey is entitled “EVHS Lightning and Community Foundation Scholarship” and can be found on the upper left hand section of the “About Me” page.  You must also submit at least one letter of recommendation.  This can be one written specifically for the scholarship(s) for which you are applying or you can use a general recommendation for applying to colleges.  For each EVCF scholarship you wish to be considered, please complete an essay of no more than one page. Please read the detailed description below for the essay prompt.  Many prompts are similar, but some are different. If an essay is required and you do not submit it – you will NOT be considered for that scholarship.  For show of financial need, describe your challenges & submit the page of your FAFSA report showing your Estimated Family Contribution (EFC) towards college expenses.  Submit this form to Diane Mathews in the Guidance office.  Do not include the entire FAFSA report. Please review additional scholarship requirements listed below.
On the on-line application, please check the scholarship(s) for which you are applying.  The Eastview Community Foundation Scholarship Committee will designate the largest award first. The AAA award winners automatically receive the AAA Award below – however you still must apply so we can gather information from you.  It is the intent of EVCF to award one scholarship per recipient unless no others are eligible in the same category. Recipients will be announced in May, 2011. AAA Award: Two (2) $500 scholarships

Sponsored by the Eastview Community Foundation
Awarded to one male and one female student who have received the Academic, Arts & Athletic (AAA) Award.   Please submit an essay describing what the AAA Award means to you.
Alumni Fund: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Eastview High School Alumnae

This is a scholarship for someone who excels in a combination of things and contributes to their high school. Volunteering in the community is also important.  An essay required – “How has being involved at Eastview High School contributed to your development as a person?”  Letter of recommendation from an EVHS teacher is required.

Band Scholarship:  Two (2) $600 scholarships available

Sponsored by a Dream Maker

Candidate must a 4 year band student who is currently in Wind Ensemble or Jazz I.  Candidate may feel overlooked at times, but are a good player and have received a “Superior” rating in a solo and ensemble contest.  Your GPA must be between 3.7 and 3.9.  Essay required “How has being involved with Band contributed to your development as a person?”  Letter of recommendation is required.
You are NOT eligible for this scholarship if:

· You were 1st Chair  in Wind Ensemble or Jazz I (if there was more than 1 person in your section)

· You were an All-State musician for your instrument

· Your GPA is higher than 3.9 or lower than 3.7 Essay required “How has your participation in the Band program at EVHS contributed to your development as a person?”  Letter of recommendation is required.

Baseball: Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Dugout Club Baseball Boosters
Applicant must have participated in EVHS baseball. Essay required – “How has being involved with Eastview Baseball contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community activities/achievements, and program achievements.  A letter of recommendation is required.

Basketball, Boys:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by 6th Man Club Basketball Boosters
The “Lightning Basketball” scholarship recognizes that the Lightning Boys Basketball Program is built on the belief that in order to win championships, you must be surrounded by champions.  The program promotes the characteristics of integrity, discipline, and pride in the classroom, on the basketball court, and in the community.  The “Lightning Basketball” scholarship is given in recognition of the player who best displays these characteristics.

Eligibility requirements include:  graduating senior, member of the EVHS Varsity Boys Basketball team, pursuing post secondary education, personal recommendation from teacher, coach, co-curricular leader or family friend, and a personal statement regarding how the candidate has promoted the characteristics of integrity, discipline and pride in the classroom, on the basketball court, and in the community.  Also could include a statement of how being involved in the Eastview HS Boys Basketball program has contributed to their development as a person.  Judging criteria include School GPA, School, Volunteer or other Community activities, Letter of recommendation, Personal statement, and Coaches’ input (contribution to team).
Basketball, Girls:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Sheridan Family – the Michael Sheridan Girls’ Basketball Scholarship
Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue a college degree after graduation. Essay required – “How has being involved with EVHS Girls’ Basketball contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation required.   You must be a Varsity player your senior year.
Cheerleading:  Three (3) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Cheer Boosters

Essay required – “How has being involved with Eastview Cheerleading contributed to your development as a person?”   Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievements (including captain and awards).  Letter of recommendation is required.   Applicant must be current 2010-2011 Eastview Competition or Sport cheerleader.
Communications Excellence: One (1) $1,000 scholarship available
Sponsored by the Shonka Family and Impax

The ideal candidate for the Excellence in Communications scholarship is a student who has achieved success in the very broad field of communications throughout their high school years.  While speech and debate are two fine examples, this scholarship is not limited to only these activities.  Others may include journalism, the arts, broadcasting, advertising, mass communications, marketing, etc.  Show your creativity by describing your excellence in communications in your required one-page essay.  At least one letter of recommendation is also required.  A college letter of recommendation would work just fine.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program or employment achievements.  Financial need may be used as a tie-breaker.

Community Volunteer: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by Eastview Community Foundation

Available for a senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation. Essay required – “How has being a volunteer for your community contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation required.  Financial need may be used as a tiebreaker.
Community Volunteer Leader: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by an EVCF Dream Maker

Community Volunteer Leader: One (1) $500 scholarship available Sponsored by Eastview Community Foundation Available for a senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation. Essay required – “How has being a volunteer leader for your community contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community involvement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation required.  Financial need may be used as a tiebreaker.
Craig Hanson Memorial Scholarship: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Hanson Family

This is a scholarship for a student wishing to pursue a teaching or coaching career.  Candidate must be in the top 30% of their class.  An essay is required. Write about a teacher or coach who has impacted you and led you to pursue a teaching or coaching. Letter of recommendation from an EVHS teacher is required.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program or employment achievements.  Financial need will be considered.
Creative Arts: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by Eastview Community Foundation

Essay required – “How has your passion for Art contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation required.  Financial need may be used as a tiebreaker.
Cross Country, Boys: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Luse Family
Applicant must be an EVHS senior ranked in the upper 25% of their class enrolling full-time in college.  Looking for involvement in cross country during high school.  Looking for dedication, but not necessarily the most successful.  Much focus will be placed on your essay.  Other judging criteria include other school activities and involvement in the community.  Financial need is not a criterion.  Essay required – “How has your involvement with Eastview Cross Country contributed to your development as a person?”

Cross Country, Girls:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Pachuta Family

Applicant must be an EVHS senior wishing to pursue post secondary school after graduation.  Essay required – “Describe how your cross country experiences will impact your future.”  Winner must have participated in EVHS girls Cross Country for two or more years, including their senior year.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community involvement and program achievement.

Dance - LDT:  Four (4) $500 scholarships available
Sponsored by EVHS Lightning Dance Team Boosters

Applicant must have participated on the Lightning Dance Team Varsity team.  Essay required – “How has being involved with the Eastview Lightning Dance Team contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation is required.  Financial need is not a requirement.
DECA:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by the Jerry Kistner Memorial Fund

Applicant must be an EVHS senior wishing to pursue secondary education after graduation.  Essay is required “In what ways has your involvement in DECA helped prepare you for your future endeavors?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievements.  Financial need is not a requirement.

Dr. J. Richard Dewey Educator: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the friends of Dr. Dewey and the Eastview community to honor Dr. Dewey’s career in education and his leadership at EVHS.

This is a scholarship for a student wishing to pursue a teaching career.  An essay is required.  Write about a teacher who has made an impact on you and inspired you to pursue a teaching career. Letter of recommendation from an EVHS teacher is required.

English Language Learner (ELL): One (1) $500 scholarship available
Sponsored by the Luse McKeen Family

Must be an EVHS senior enrolling in post-secondary program. Financial need will not be considered. Academic GPA may be considered.  School and Community activities will be considered (how have you contributed to improving or helping your community, school and/or family?)  Explain your experience in an English Language Learner program in High School. An essay is required “You had to learn math, science, social studies and many other things while you were also learning English.  This has not been easy, but you have done it!  Explain how having this extra challenge of learning English has made you a different person (different than you would have been if you had not had to learn English too).” Letter of Reference: Ask a mentor, teacher, or someone who has been involved in supporting your learning process, either through school, work or volunteer, to write about your challenges & successes.  You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. 

EVAA General Program Scholarships:  Fifteen (15) $500 scholarships available

Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue post secondary school after graduation. Community involvement, program achievements, school activities and GPA will all be considered.  Applicant must clearly describe how their experience with EVAA as a participant has improved their lives.  Essay required – “How has being involved with EVAA contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. Describe the number of years in which you participated in EVAA – from elementary school through high school.
EVAA Traveling Baseball:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation.  Applicant must have participated in EVAA traveling baseball.  Essay required - “How has being involved with EVAA Traveling baseball contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement, and program or employment achievements.  Financial need is not a consideration.  Letter of recommendation is required.
EVAA Softball:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Available for an EVHS female senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue college after graduation.  Essay required - “How has being involved with EVAA Softball contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable.  Judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievements and program achievements.

EVAA Track or Cross Country:  One (1) $500 scholarships available

Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue college after graduation.  Applicant must list number of years and capacity that candidate was involved in EVAA Track or Cross Country.  Essay required - “How has being involved with EVAA Track or Cross Country contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. 

Financial Need:  Five (5) $500 scholarships available.  

Sponsored by EVCF Dream Makers 

Must include FAFSA report of EFC/Estimated Family Contribution. Essay required – “How has being involved at Eastview High School contributed to your development as a person? What are your dreams after High School?”  Letter of recommendation is required. 

The Flash: One (1) $750 scholarship available

Sponsored by Mainstream Communications

Candidate must be interested in pursuing media/communications/journalism after graduation.  Essay required – “How has being involved with The Flash contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program or employment achievements.  Financial need is not a consideration.
Football:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Football Booster Club
One scholarship awarded for show of financial need, include FAFSA report of EFC. A second football scholarship is awarded for show of community/volunteer work (the student with the most volunteer hours/participation).  Essay required – “My most memorable moment as an Eastview Football player was…” or “The most valuable lesson I learned from playing Football at Eastview was….”  Letter of recommendation is required.
Golf, Boys:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by EVHS Boys Golf Booster Club

Must be in EVHS Boys Golf. Essay required “How has being involved with golf contributed to your development as a person?”  ?  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation is required.  Financial need is not a consideration.
Hockey, Boys:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Boys Blue Line Club Boosters

Essay required – “How has being involved with Eastview Hockey contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation is required. Financial need is not a consideration.
Hockey, Girls:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by EVHS Girls Blue Line Club Boosters

Judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community activities/achievements, and program achievements.  Letter of recommendation is required.  An essay is not required.
Lacrosse, Boys: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the EVHS Lacrosse Association

Available for an EVHS senior (or SES senior with EVHS home schooling) eligible to graduate in June of 2011 who will pursue post secondary education after graduation.  Candidate must have participated in the Eastview Boys Lacrosse program.  Essay required – “What have you learned from your participation in Eastview Boys Lacrosse program and how has this helped prepare you for your future?  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement and program achievement.  Letter of recommendation is required.  You must have participated for at least two years in the program and be in good standing on the team and in school.  Financial need is not a consideration.
Math/Stats: Two (2) $500 scholarships & one (1) $1,000 scholarship

Sponsored by an EVCF Dream Maker 

An essay required – “How has being involved in Math/Stats/Comp Science contributed to your development as a person?” Write about a teacher that has inspired you in your academic studies.  Letter of Recommendation is required
Nursing: Three (3) $1,000 scholarships available

Sponsored by the Taffae and Spaniol families

Candidates interested in nursing will take priority over all other candidates.  An essay is required – Write about an experience that has made an impact on you or inspired you to pursue a nursing career.  “What are your dreams after High School?”  Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA and community achievement.  Financial need may be used as a tie-breaker.

Overcoming Challenges:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVCF Dream Makers 

Financial need is a consideration -- must include FAFSA report of EFC/Estimated Family Contribution. An essay is required: “How has being involved at Eastview High School contributed to your development as a person? What challenges have you overcome?”  Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable.

Scholar Athlete:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available (one male and one female)

Sponsored by an EVCF Dream Maker

One male and one female award. Ideal candidates are multi-sport athletes with a strong GPA.  An essay required – “How has being involved in Eastview High School Sports contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable.
Science: One (1) $500 scholarship available
Sponsored by EVCF Dream Maker

An essay required – “How has the science program at EVHS contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable.
Soccer, Boys:  Two (2) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Boys Soccer Booster Club

Must have played soccer at EVHS as a 2010-2011 senior.  Preference – in program 3+ years.  Essay required – “How has being involved with the Eastview Boys’ Soccer Team contributed to your development as a person?”  Letter of recommendation from an EVHS teacher is required.

Soccer, Girls:  Four (4) $500 scholarships available

Sponsored by EVHS Girls Soccer Booster Club

Only Varsity players will be considered.  Essay required – “How has being involved with soccer at Eastview contributed to your development as a person?”  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement, and program achievements.  Financial need will be used as a tie-breaker.  Letter of recommendation is required.  
Soccer, Girls:  One (1) $750 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Spaniol Family

Available for an EVHS female eligible to graduate June 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation.  Financial need is considered. Essay required – “How has being involved with soccer contributed to your development as a person?”  Letter of recommendation is required. Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement, and program achievements.  
Speech: One (1) $500 scholarship available
Sponsored by the McKeen Family

Candidate must an EVHS senior in the upper 25th percentile of their class who will pursue full-time enrollment in college.  Candidate must have had involvement in speech during high school.  Donor is looking for dedication but not necessarily the most successful.  Emphasis will be placed on the essay.  An essay required – “How has being involved in the Speech program at EVHS contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. Involvement in other activities in school and in the community is important.  Financial need is not a consideration.
Tennis, Girls: One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by the Allen Family
The applicants for this scholarship must be an EVHS female senior who played girls tennis all 4 years of high school.  Other judging criteria include school activities, GPA, community achievement, and program achievement.  Essay required – “How has being involved with Girls Tennis contributed to your development as a person.”  Financial need is not a consideration for this scholarship.

Theatre:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by an EVCF Dream Maker
Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate June 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation.  An essay is required – “How has being involved in the theatre programs at EVHS contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. 
Vocal Music: One (1) $500 scholarship available
Sponsored by an EVCF Dream Maker

Available for an EVHS senior eligible to graduate June 2011 who will pursue a post secondary school after graduation. Community work is important. An essay required – “How has being involved in the vocal music/choir programs at EVHS contributed to your development as a person?” Letter of recommendation is required. You may use a college letter of reference if applicable. 
Wrestling:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by Eastview Wrestling Booster Club

Applicants must be an EVHS Senior eligible to graduate June 2011 who plans to pursue study at a post secondary school after graduation.  Candidate must have completed the Eastview wrestling program their senior year in good standing.  Must have maintained a 3.0 cumulative academic GPA or higher.  Must have no violations of MN State High School League rules by application date.  Candidate’s parents/guardians must be current members of EWB.  Scholarship payment will be made upon receipt of student’s first semester post secondary transcript.  Essay required, not limited to senior year (300 word maximum) – “Please explain why you are a good candidate for this scholarship and how your involvement with Eastview wrestling contributed to your development as a person.”  The more years involved with the Eastview High School wrestling program, the better. A letter of recommendation is required.  Other judging criteria include school activities, cumulative GPA, community achievement and program achievements (please detail out all awards, EVAA/Clinics and practices, captain, state participant, etc).
EspindaBanick Ohana Scholarship:  One (1) $500 scholarship available

Sponsored by The EspindaBanick Family
This scholarship is for a senior who excels in a combination of activities while maintaining a challenging academic workload and involvement in extra-curricular activities throughout the student’s high school career.

Eligibility criteria:

· Must have a GPA between 3.7 and 3.9

· Must have earned a minimum of 4 non-academic letters over your high school career

· Must have averaged taking 3 Honors/AP courses per year over your high school career

· Must be an EVHS senior enrolling in a post-secondary program

School and community activities may also be considered.  Financial need will not be considered.

An information summary and essay are required.  Please provide the following:

· List the Honors/AP courses you have taken at Eastview (course title and school year it was taken)

· List the non-academic letters you have earned at Eastview (activity and school year it was awarded)

· Explain how you were able to excel inside and outside the classroom while maintaining both a challenging academic workload and participating in a multiple extra-curricular activities

· Explain how the activities and challenges you took on during high school have prepared you for your post-secondary goals.
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
