How to apply for an Eastview Community Foundation (EVCF) Scholarship

Applications for EVCF and Eastview Lightning scholarships will be available on line through Family Connections starting March 3, 2011. Visit www.evcf.org and then select the scholarship tab.  A detailed list and instructions on how to apply are included in the document “2011 Scholarship List and Instructions”.  The applications are submitted on-line – there is no longer a need to submit a hard copy.  They are due by midnight Sunday, April 3rd. No late applications will be accepted.  The EVCF scholarship recipients will be announced in May of the same school year and recognized at an EVCF Awards Ceremony on May 31st.  During the school year, you are welcome to go into the guidance department at Eastview High School and review current information on available scholarships in the “Scholarship” drawer. Getting ready to apply for scholarships:

You can start preparing now for what you need to apply for scholarships that can help pay for your college expenses. You will need the following basic information for most scholarships for which you might apply:
1) A Personal Statement: Start an outline of your thoughts about your high school experiences. Typical scholarship application questions for an essay are: “How has being involved in an activity in high school influenced you as a person?”  “What challenges have you had to come overcome in order to be successful in school?”

2) Letters of Recommendation: Start thinking of people who know you well.  Be polite when asking and give them an idea of why you need the letter of recommendation: i.e.: “I am applying for a sport related scholarship or applying for a math/science scholarship.” You may choose to use the same letter of recommendation for a college application.  Make sure to give your personal reference a list of activities or a copy of your student resume to help remind them of what you have been involved with throughout your high school career.  Also make sure to write your reference a thank you note for helping assist you with their letter of recommendation.  
3) Create a Copy of Your Student Activity Resume: You can start your student activity resume as soon as you start high school. A tip is to start making notes as soon as you complete an activity, to be writing down your thoughts on what you did and what achievements/awards you had during the experience. Transfer the information into a Microsoft Word document that you can save on your computer. By doing this as you go along in high school, it will be easier at the end of your high school career to recall what you did during your four years of high school. Remember to make note of any volunteer & community work. The scholarship application committee will want to know details of what was involved with the project. In example: Mission Trip: try not to write: “I went on a Mission Trip during my summer vacation”.  Write down the details of what you did on the mission trip.  “On a mission trip in July 2010 with my church youth group, I volunteered as a group leader as we served the daily meals at a shelter. I also help fix 5 homes that had storm damage in the local neighborhood.” Check out Family Connection to create your personal student resume.
